Requirements

• No age requirement. We have seen mature 13-year-olds and immature 
15-year-olds. If you think you are capable of being a referee, we would 
love to have you!

• Soccer experience is NOT required!

• Games are on Saturdays (9 am - 4 pm) and sometimes on weeknights (5 
pm - 8 pm). SAY East also has many games on Sunday afternoons (12 pm 
– 6:30 pm)!

• Referees are paid IN CASH before the game!

• We are also ALWAYS in need of more adult referees!

• Referees handle getting their own equipment/uniform. More information 
on uniform is covered in the training class.

All games use a self-assigning 
model for SAY East.

Each game has 2 referees. If 
you do the game by yourself, 
you get BOTH referee fees!

Step 3: Submit Certificates

• Concussion Training is required for ALL REFEREES regardless of 
Age

• SafeSport Training is required for referees 18 or older ONLY!

• All instructions to submit the certifications are here (in the same 
document as step 2)

• DO NOT email certifications to SAY East. They MUST be 
uploaded to GotSport to ref!
